installations, institutions, or other simlar establishments if
any part thereof is within any of the listed states or politica
subdi vi si ons.

pursuant to paragraph (f) of this section

(a) Adistributing plant, other than a plant qualified as a
pool plant pursuant to paragraph (b) of this section or section
7(b) of any other Federal mlk order, fromwhich during the nonth
50 percent or nore of the fluid mlk products received at such
pl ant (excluding concentrated nilk received from anot her plant by
agreenment for other than Cass | use) are disposed of as route
di sposition or are transferred in the formof packaged fluid mlk
products to other distributing plants. At |east 25 percent of
such route disposition and transfers nust be to outlets in the
mar ket i ng ar ea.

(b) Any distributing plant located in the marketing area
whi ch during the nonth processed at | east 50 percent of the tota
quantity of fluid mlk products received at the plant (excluding
concentrated mlk received fromanother plant by agreenment for
other than ass | use) into ultra-pasteurized or
aseptically-processed fluid mlk products.

(c) A supply plant fromwhich 60 percent or nore of the
total quantity of mlk that is received during the nonth from
dairy farmers and handl ers described in § 1000.9(c), including
mlk that is diverted fromthe plant, is transferred to poo
distributing plants. Concentrated mlk transferred fromthe
supply plant to a distributing plant for an agreed-upon use ot her
than A ass | shall be excluded fromthe supply plant’s shipnents
in conputing the plant’s shipping percentage.

(d) A plant located within the narketing area that is
operated by a cooperative association if pool plant status under
this paragraph is requested for such plant by the cooperative
associ ation and during the nonth 60 percent of the producer mlk
of menbers of such cooperative association is delivered directly
fromfarms to pool distributing plants or is transferred to such
plants as a fluid mlk product (excluding concentrated mlk
transferred to a distributing plant for an agreed-upon use ot her
than A ass |I) fromthe cooperative's plant.

(e) Two or nore plants operated by the same handl er and that
are located within the narketing area may qualify for pool status
as a unit by neeting the total and in-area route disposition
requirements specified in paragraph (a) of this section and the
foll owi ng additional requirenents:

(1) At least one of the plants in the unit nmust qualify as a
pool plant pursuant to paragraph (a) of this section
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(2) Gher plants in the unit must process only dass | or
Cass |l products and nmust be located in a pricing zone providing
the sane or a lower Class | price than the price applicable at the
distributing plant included in the unit pursuant to paragraph
(e)(1) of this section; and

(3) Awitten request to forma unit, or to add or renove
plants froma unit, nust be filed with the nmarket adm nistrator
prior to the first day of the nonth for which it is to be
ef fecti ve.

(f) The applicabl e shipping percentages of paragraphs (c)
and (d) of this section nmay be increased or decreased by the
mar ket administrator if the market adm nistrator finds that such
adjustrment is necessary to encourage needed shipnents or to
prevent uneconom ¢ shiprments. Before nmaking such a finding, the
mar ket admi nistrator shall investigate the need for adjustnent
either on the market administrator’s own initiative or at the
request of interested parties if the request is made in witing at
| east 15 days prior to the date for which the requested revision

is desired effective. |If the investigation shows that an
adj ustment of the shipping percentages m ght be appropriate, the
mar ket administrator shall issue a notice stating that an

adjustrment is being considered and invite data, views and
argunents. Any decision to revise an applicabl e shipping
percentage must be issued in witing at | east one day before the
ef fecti ve date.

(g) The termpool plant shall not apply to the follow ng
pl ant s:

(1) A producer-handl er plant;

(2) An exenpt plant as defined in § 1000. 8(e);

(3) A plant qualified pursuant to paragraph (a) of this
section which is not located within any Federal order marketing
area, neets the pooling requirenents of another Federal order, and
has had greater route disposition in such other Federal order
mar keting area for 3 consecutive nonths;

(4) A plant qualified pursuant to paragraph (a) of this
section which is located in another Federal order narketing area,
nmeets the pooling standards of the other Federal order, and has
not had a majority of its route disposition in this marketing area
for 3 consecutive nonths or is locked into pool status under such
ot her Federal order without regard to its route disposition in any
ot her Federal order marketing area; and

(5) A plant qualified pursuant to paragraph (c) of this
section which al so neets the pooling requirenments of another
Federal order and from which greater qualifying shipnents are nmade
to plants regul ated under such other order than are made to plants
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regul ated under this order, or such plant has automatic pooling
status under such other order.

(d) Provides proof satisfactory to the nmarket admi nistrator
that the care and managenent of the dairy animals and ot her
resources necessary to produce all Cass | mlk handl ed, and the
processi ng and packagi ng operations, are the producer-handler’s
own enterprise and are operated at the producer-handler’s own
risk.

(2) Received by a handl er described in § 1000.9(c).

Producer nmilk neans the skimmlk (or the skim equival ent of
conponents of skimmlk) and butterfat contained in mlk of a
producer that is:

(a) Received by the operator of a pool plant directly froma
producer or a handl er described in § 1000.9(c). Al mlk received
pursuant to this paragraph shall be priced at the location of the
plant where it is first physically received;

(b) Received by a handl er described in § 1000.9(c) in excess
of the quantity delivered to pool plants;

(c) Diverted by a pool plant operator to another pool plant.
M1k so diverted shall be priced at the location of the plant to
whi ch di verted; or

(d) Diverted by the operator of a pool plant or a handler
described in § 1000.9(c) to a nonpool plant, subject to the
foll owi ng conditions:

(1) In any nmonth, not less than 10 days’ production of the
producer whose mlk is diverted is physically received at a poo
pl ant during the nonth;

during the nonth;

(3) The operator of a pool plant that is not a cooperative
association may divert any mlk that is not under the control of a
cooperative association that diverts mlk during the nonth
pursuant to paragraph (d) of this section. The total quantity of
mlk so diverted during the nonth shall not exceed 20 percent
during the nmonths of July through Novenber, 25 percent during the
nont hs of Decenber through February, and 40 percent during al
ot her nmonths, of the producer mlk physically received at such
plant (or such unit of plants in the case of plants that pool as a
unit pursuant to 8§ 1006.7(d)) during the nonth, excluding the
quantity of producer nilk received froma handl er described in §
1000. 9(c);

(4) Any mlk diverted in excess of the limts prescribed in
par agraphs (d)(3) and (4) of this section shall not be producer
mlk. |f the diverting handler or cooperative association fails
to designate the dairy farmers’ deliveries that will not be
producer mlk, no mlk diverted by the handler or cooperative
associ ation shall be producer mlKk;
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(5) Diverted mlk shall be priced at the location of the
plant to which diverted; and

(6) The delivery day requirenents and the diversion
percentages in paragraphs (d)(1) through (3) of this section may
be increased or decreased by the market adm nistrator if the
mar ket administrator finds that such revision is necessary to
assure orderly nmarketing and efficient handling of mlk in the
mar keting area. Before naking such a finding, the nmarket

adm ni strator shall investigate the need for the revision either
on the nmarket administrator’s own initiative or at the request of
interested persons. |If the investigation shows that a revision
m ght be appropriate, the market administrator shall issue a

notice stating that the revision is being considered and inviting
witten data, views, and arguments. Any decision to revise an
appl i cabl e percentage nmust be issued in witing at |east one day
before the effective date.

Each handl er shall report nonthly so that the narket
adm nistrator’s office receives the report on or before the 7'" day
after the end of the nonth, in the detail and on prescribed fornms,
as foll ows:

(a) Wth respect to each of its pool plants, the quantities
of skimmlk and butterfat contained in or represented by:

(1) Receipts of producer mlk, including producer mlKk
diverted by the reporting handler, from sources other than
handl ers described in § 1000.9(c);

(2) Receipts of mlk fromhandl ers described in § 1000.9(c);

(3) Receipts of fluid mlk products and bulk fluid cream
products from ot her pool plants;

(4) Receipts of other source nmlk;

(5) Inventories at the beginning and end of the nonth of
fluid mlk products and bulk fluid cream products; and

(6) The utilization or disposition of all mlk and mlk
products required to be reported pursuant to this paragraph

(b) Each handl er operating a partially regul ated
distributing plant shall report with respect to such plant in the
sane manner as prescribed for reports required by paragraph (a) of
this section. Receipts of mlk that woul d have been producer mlk
if the plant had been fully regulated shall be reported in lieu of
producer mlk. The report shall show also the quantity of any
reconstituted skimmnilk in route disposition in the marketing
ar ea.

(c) Each handl er described in 8§ 1000.9(c) shall report:

(1) The quantities of all skimmlk and butterfat contained
in receipts of mlk from producers; and

(2) The utilization or disposition of all such receipts.

(d) Each handl er not specified in paragraphs (a) through (c)
of this section shall report with respect to its receipts and
utilization of milk and m |k products in such nanner as the nmarket
admi ni strator may prescribe

(a) On or before the 20'" day after the end of each nonth,
each handl er that operates a pool plant pursuant to § 1006.7 and
each handl er described in § 1000.9(c) shall report to the narket
adm ni strator its producer payroll for the nonth, in detai
prescri bed by the market admi nistrator, showi ng for each producer
the information specified in § 1006.73(e).

(b) Each handl er operating a partially regul ated
distributing plant who elects to make paynment pursuant to
8§ 1000. 76(b) shall report for each dairy farmer who woul d have
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been a producer if the plant had been fully regulated in the sanme
manner as prescribed for reports required by paragraph (a) of this
section.

pursuant to 8§ 1006. 75 and proper deductions authorized in witing
by the producer; and

(ii) For each producer who has not discontinued shipnments as
of the last day of the nonth, payment shall be made so that it is
recei ved by the producer on or before the 5'" day of the follow ng
nmonth (except as provided in § 1000.90) for mlk received fromthe
16'" to the last day of the nmonth at not |ess than 85 percent of
the preceding nonth’s uniformprice, adjusted for plant |ocation
pursuant to 8§ 1006. 75 and proper deductions authorized in witing
by the producer.

(2) Final paynment. For milk received during the nonth, a
paynment conputed as follows shall be made so that it is received
by each producer one day after the paynent date required in
8§ 1006.

(ii) Miltiply the pounds of butterfat received tinmes the
uni formbutterfat price for the nonth;

(iv) Add the amounts conputed in paragraphs (a)(2)(i), (ii),

For bulk fluid mlk products and
bul k fluid cream products received during the nonth froma
cooperative association in its capacity as the operator of a poo
plant, the final paynment shall be the classified value of such
mlk as determ ned by multiplying the pounds of skimmlk and

For bulk mlk received
froma cooperative association during the nonth, including the
m | k of producers who are not nenbers of such association and who
the market admi ni strator determ nes have authorized the
cooperative association to collect paynment for their nilk, the
final paynent for such mlk shall be an anobunt equal to the sum of
t he individual paynments otherw se payable for such m |k pursuant
to paragraph (a)(2) of this section.

(c) |If a handler has not received full paynent fromthe
mar ket admi ni strator pursuant to § 1006.72 by the paynment date
specified in paragraph (a) or (b) of this section, the handler may
reduce paynents pursuant to paragraphs (a) and (b) of this
section, but by not nore than the ampunt of the underpaynent. The
paynments shall be conpl eted on the next schedul ed paynent date
after receipt of the bal ance due fromthe nmarket adm nistrator.

(d) If a handler clains that a required paynent to a
producer cannot be nade because the producer is deceased or cannot
be | ocated, or because the cooperative association or its |awful
successor or assignee is no longer in existence, the paynent shal
be made to the producer-settlenent fund, and in the event that the
handl er subsequently | ocates and pays the producer or a |awful
claimant, or in the event that the handler no | onger exists and a
lawful claimis |later established, the market adm nistrator shal
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make the required paynent fromthe producer- settlenent fund to
the handler or to the lawful clainmant as the case nay be.

(e) In making paynents to producers pursuant to this
section, each pool plant operator shall furnish each producer
except a producer whose nilk was received froma cooperative
associ ation described in 8§ 1000.9(a) or (c), a supporting
statenment in such formthat it nmay be retained by the recipient
whi ch shall show

(1) The name, address, Grade A identifier assigned by a duly
constituted regul atory agency, and the payroll nunber of the
pr oducer;

(2) The nmonth and dates that nmilk was received fromthe
producer, including the daily and total pounds of mlk received,

(3) The total pounds of butterfat in the producer’s mlk;

(4) The mininumrate or rates at which paynent to the
producer is required pursuant to this order

(5) The rate used in nmaking paynent if the rate is other
than the applicable mnimumrate,;

(6) The anount, or rate per hundredwei ght, and nature of
each deduction clainmed by the handl er; and

(7) The net ampunt of paynent to the producer or cooperative
associ ati on.
